Vic’'s Epoxy System
By Vic Koenig

| have found a good way to prepare a balsa surface
for painting that strengthens the plane as well. A
friend suggested the West System Epoxy and after
using it two times | have decided to use it omaj
fuselages at least. Wings may be covered or iy full
sheeted, they can also be covered with epoxy and
then paint. Every one always thinks painting is so
much heavier than Monocoating but that's not
exactly true. On a wing with 732 sq. in, | ended up
with an additional 1.4 ounces of weight from the
Monocoat. The same size wing done with epoxy
and then paint ended up at the same weight. It is
possible to let the weight of painting get awayriro
you if primer and epoxy are not sanded. Sanding is
not one of my favorite tasks to do before painting
BUT it is the only way to get a great surface. | also
like the way paint cleans up after flying and never
shows hangar rash. | can also be more creative
using paint than with covering. It's easier for toe
pull tape and lay it back down when masking in
preparation for paint instead of trimming covering.

Here’s how it's done. Start by sanding your
plane to a finished surface condition that is as

“ the finished surface will only be as good as the
preparation of that surface”. | should underlingl an
embolden that phrase because that is the only truth
that is immutable in painting. Next, mix the cotrec
amounts of epoxy and add some micro-balloons if
you want, | like to just make it lightly milky. &t

in the middle of any surface and work the epoxy
outward to the edges with a credit card. After the
epoxy has setup for about 1 hour go dab the runs
with a paper towel. If you don’'t you can sand the
runs later but it's so much easier now. Epoxy takes
overnight to fully cure. Wipe the hardened epoxy
the next morning with some alcohol to get the
topcoat or resin off so your wet dry sandpaper
doesn't clog. That last step is another preparation
secret. | like to weigh the parts after each stepee
how much | have added to the overall weight too.



Now the fun begins, start sanding with 220 grit wet
dry sandpaper. Be careful to not go too deep when
sanding or you’ll have difficulty smoothing out wtha
you will have to refill. | use some salt treatedoso
that | have sanded flat on my disk sander to have a
good true flat and straight edge.

After you have the first coat done one more
final coat of epoxy might be needed. Primer paint
will tell you all you need to know as to how wedly
did on coat one. | have resigned myself to just go
ahead and put one more coat of epoxy on over the
first. It goes on very easy with that same credrtc
and it will fill any low spots. When coat numberaw
has hardened you go back again with 220 wet dry
sandpaper. When you are satisfied it's really simoot
hit it with a primer that's compatible with the pai
you plan to use. Then guess what's next? You George unloading his big Cub.
guessed it, more sanding. There are two schools of
thought on primer. If you weighed the part before
you primed you know how much weight you added.
It can be greatly reduced if you sand most of the
primer off. All primer does for you is fill in théne
lines and gaps you left when applying epoxy. It is
dead weight for the most part and adds no stretagth
the wood so why not sand it off? Well it's your
decision of course and it all depends on how light
you need your plane to be. If | were to leave prime
on it would be on the fuse but never on the wings.
By the way, if you are sheeting wings like | do the
epoxy and primer can all be applied prior to pugttin
the wing sheeting on. That way sanding can be done
on the flat surface of your workbench instead of
having to sand over curved wing surfaces. Just look at all of the pattern planes.

If anyone has some questions about doing
this | am happy to help with anything but the
sanding. The last Dirty Birdy | did | did both the
fuse and wings with epoxy and | know it took me
more than 8 hours to sand and then sand and then
sand again. It sure is pretty though.
