Derwin Cartmel 
 
It seems a little odd to be writing an autobiography 
but here goes my effort to give everyone a little 
insight into my modeling experience. 
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First off I was born in Germany in 1965 where my 
father was stationed in the Air Force.  After his tour 
of duty we moved to Tennessee in 1968 where my 
mother was raised and had a small farm.  We have 
lived here ever since. 
 
I was first introduced to modeling early in life.  
When I was 6 years old I wanted a model of the 
Wankel rotary engine that JC Penney sold in its 
Christmas catalog.  I got the kit for Christmas and 
dad and I built it in the following weeks.  I 
remember being fascinated by how it worked.  
 
From there I got interested in glow powered cars and 
airplanes.  In the mid to late 70’s I started out with a 
couple of .049 Cox cars.  I learned how to operate 
them and again I was fascinated with how they 
worked.  From there I moved on to control line 
models.  At that time Green Stamps were the going 
promotion at the local Giant market.  My mom 
would let me have the stamps, so I saved and licked 
stamps for several Testers and Cox control line 
airplanes that the Green Stamp Store carried at that 
time.  I actually did teach myself to fly the planes 
and again I was fascinated with how they worked.  I 
guess that you are getting the picture that I am easily 
fascinated with mechanical things. 
 
During the time I was piddling with Control line 
planes I happened to discover issues of RCM at the 
Kingsport Public library.  I used to beg to go to the 
library so that I could check out the latest magazine.  
I really wanted an RC plane but at that time a simple 
4 channel radio and servos sold for about $400 and 
we simply could not afford it.  I vowed at that time if 
I could ever afford it I would have an RC airplane. 
 
Fast forward to 1994 and life after college.  Being 
fascinated by mechanical things I decided to go to 
school and become a Mechanical Engineer.  After I 
graduated and settled down I was lucky enough to 
land back in Kingsport working as a contractor for 
Eastman.

From there I started flying AMA pattern 
competitions in a couple of years.  I was very active 
in the club and I was club secretary for at least 2 
years before the demise of the club due to the loss of 
our flying field.
