Some Useful Tips

Dual Tank Setup

1. Engine draws from tank #1 clunk

2. Overflow on tank #1 is connected to tank #2
clunk

3. Tank #2 overflow goes to open air or muffler
pressure

4. With this setup, tank #2 completely empties
before tank #1 drains at all. The advantage to
this setup is that for the first half of your
flight time, flat spins and other maneuvers
are much safer since you are unlikely to suck

up any airbubbles

One Remedy for Poor Idle

One possibility for solving a persistant idle
problem is to install an inline choke valve
between the muffler and the tank. When the
engine is at hi throttle, there is good pressure in
the muffler and thereby in the tank. When the
engine is cut back to lower speeds, the one way
valve will prevent pressure loss in the tank. This
will solve any fuel draw problems at idle. (This
assumes that you have checked the fuel lines for
possible air leaks)

Remedy for Scratched Canopies

Instant Gap Filler

To fill small gaps, instead of filling with the

usual putties and fillers then waiting for them to
dry, place some medium CA in the gap, then add
a small amount of baking soda and it will set
before your eyes.

Covering Iron Cleaning

Ever ironed covering and found that your iron
was to hot and some of the covering actually
melted onto the iron. It can be a pain, especially
when doing multicolored coverings. Once again
using simple household products a solution has
been found. Heat the iron up to full heat and rub
the face of it with Bounce or any other dryer
static remover. It works great and there will be
no more hassles transferring different colors on
unwanted areas of your plane

Fuel Safety Alert

An AMA member was recently severely burned
when a model fuel can exploded as it was being
opened. He received very severe burns, requiring
extensive grafting, and is facing a long recovery
period.

The metal can he was trying to open had been in
storage for over 20 years. There is no evidence of
an external spark or ignition source other than the
container itself. Consultation with experts in the
field indicates that materials, such as ether,
propylene oxide and nitro methane, commonly used
in model fuels may become destabilized and shock
sensitive over a period of time. As best we can
determine, this fuel, whose composition included
two of these substances, was in a state of chéinge.
is probable that this change in combination with th
heat generated by the friction (metal to metal) in
trying to open the container initiated the explosio

AMA, the American Model Association, advises
that it would be unwise to open fuel containing
these products that have been stored for some
period of time in metal containers. Such fuel sdoul
be taken to a Hazardous Waste disposal facility.
(Any fuel stored for over 5 years would be suspect
